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Sentencing Framework

Pa. R. Crim. P. Rule 705

A When imposing a sentence to imprisonment,
judge shall state date sentence is to commence

A The judge shall state whether sentences run
concurrently or consecutively

A If concurrently, the sentence shall commence
from the date of imposition unless otherwise
ordered by the judge

A Place of Confinement/Release Decision

A Maximum of 5 years or greater:
DOC/PBPP release

A Maximum of 2 years but less than 5 years:
DOC or County/PBPP release

A Where crimes merge for sentencing purposes, the
court may sentence only on the higher graded

A Enhancements may apply

A Mandatory minimum sentences supercede

A Basic Sentencing Recommendation

A Minimum sentence recommendations (range
of months) intended to apply to typical case

A Based on combination of:
Offense Gravity Score (OGS)
Prior Record Score (PRS)

A Three recommendations in each matrix:
Standard Range
Aggravated Range
Mitigated Range

A Guideline Departures
A Above or Below guideline recommendations

A Court shall include reason for departure on the
guideline form

A Appellate Review
A Right to appeal legality of sentence

A Vacate sentence If:
Sentence is unreasonable
Incorrect application of guidelines
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Sentencing Guidelines - OGS

A Primary determinant of sentence
recommendation

A Measures seriousness of current offense of
conviction, not offense charged

A Ranked In order of seriousness from 1
(least serious) to 14 (most serious)

A Special rules for ethnic intimidation and
Inchoate offenses
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Sentencing Guidelines - OGS

A Subcategorization - OGS may be
subcategorized to reflect types/quantities of
controlled substances or multiple statutory
grades and/or particular circumstances

AOMNIbus-0GSo6s are provide
Instances when a specific OGS has not been
assigned to an offense
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Sentencing Guidelines - PRS

A Measures the number and severity of prior
convictions, includes some juvenile

adjudications
A Judicial Proceeding
A Previous Conviction
